
children joined the company in 
2000. Dan is president, Matt is in 
charge of purchasing and 
inventory control and Kim Fuller 
Sidey is chief marketing and 
financial officer. 

A few years after coming to 
run the company, Hall made the 
decision to take a big step and a 
huge investment in the future. 
The company's buildings were 
old and so was its equipment, so 
the company secured financing 
and moved 17 miles to 
Thomaston into a new building 
with new equipment. Today the 
company has more than 40 
employees working out of a 
65,000-square-foot building. 

In making changes, the 
company has taken advantage of 
the programs offered by Flint 
River Technical College and the 
state's Quick Start program. The 
company adopted the Certified 
Manufacturing Specialist 
program, and it has been such a 
success that the Department of 
Technical and Adult Education 
has used the training at 
Woodbury Box as a model 
throughout the state. 

The company has maintained 
an ongoing relationship with Flint 
River Technical College 
developing and implementing 
literacy and retraining programs, 
as well as getting economic 
development assistance from 
Georgia Tech. And Quick Start, 
Georgia's workforce training 
program, made Woodbury Box 
the first existing industry project, 
which is intended to support and 
protect jobs for Georgians. Quick 
Start's training services have been 
critical in helping employees 
master the skills needed to keep 
the company thriving. 

These efforts have not gone 

unrecognized. In 2003, Hall was 
named the Small Business 
Person of the Year by the Small 
Business Council of America. 
This year, in addition to the 
Manufacturer of the Year award, 
Woodbury has been honored as 
the Georgia Family Business of 
the Year (small category) by the 
Cox Family Enterprise Center at 
the College of Business at 
Kennesaw State University. 

"It has been great," says Hall, 
"because I see these as honors for 
all the people who have got us to 
where we are." 

Community involvement is 
also important to Hall, who says, 

"We try to be very active because 
the community has been so good 
to us." 

Hall is currently serving as 
chairman of the Thomaston 
Upson County Chamber of 
Commerce and the company 
serves as a Partner in Education 
with the local school system and 
supports a variety of good causes. 

For the future, Hall is excited 
for the growth potential of the 
new BloomingWire product line, 
but is also looking forward to 
slowing down a bit. "I love 
working with my children," she 
says, "and I look forward to 
turning more over to them."
